John Pomara (b. 1952, Dallas, TX) lives and works in Dallas, TX). He received a BFA from East Texas State University, Commerce, TX; he also received an MFA jointly from East Texas State and the Empire State Studio Arts Program, New York, NY. The artist is represented by, Barry Whistler Gallery, and Eugene Binder Gallery. 

John Pomara is interested in the human element of technology. The current work investigates the conventions of painting and its relationship to the digital. Throughout his process there seems to be elements of control and intention alongside accidents and disruption. His spare, abstract paintings depict blurs, glitches, and printing imperfections, contradicting our vision of modern technology as seamless, cold, and rational. Inspired by entropy and mechanical failure, Pomara uses copy machines, printers, and the Internet to create visual representations of error. Dragging an image across a moving photocopier, he creates a blurred “glitch” that may be incorporated into a mature painting. When arranged serially, the works recall film stills and their attendant implications of moving and inert images, as well as the motion studies of Edward Muybridge. 
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
